Volunteer Needs: 

Sign holders (5):  The event area is down into sections and color coded them.  As drivers come in, they are given a card that has a specific color on it and they drive towards that colored sign.  

Parking Assistants (36):  Once in their assigned section, they are guided in by volunteers who help direct them to their parking area and assist them in parking

Parking Captains (6):  Each section will have a captain that will oversee that entire section and the volunteers in it.  

Gate Guards (12): At the end of each Avenue (and Lincoln St.) are barricades that need to be manned until cars are parked in that area.  This is for safety reasons.  Once the cars are parked and the event starts--guards are free to leave except on 2nd Ave as it is an emergency route. 

Info booth (4):  The info booth is where people can purchase t-shirts or register their vehicle if they have never been at the event before.  They will also assist with selling raffle tickets for the ATV's  (since they are next to each other).  The info booth will be open from 1 pm  and close down at 9 pm.

Beer Garden (8): Assistance in carding, wrist banding, stocking coolers and selling beer is needed.  Volunteers in this section need to be 21.  The garden is open from 8 pm - midnight.

 

Set up/teardown (10): Saturday and Sunday   We are seeking volunteers to do just this task and nothing more.  

        Assistance in Saturday set up includes setting up cattle panels, picnic tables, garbage cans, tent set up, tables and chairs, and barricades.  

        Saturday tear down begins at midnight and includes  removing the cattle panels, removing the tables and garbage pick up in show area, empty garbage cans and taking items back to the ADA office for safety.  

        Sunday set up begins at 9 am includes placing chairs for church service, ensuring that there are liners in the garbage cans and area is clean.  

        Sunday tear down begins at 1 pm and includes removing of folding chairs from church area, picking up garbage, moving picnic tables to side of lot  along with garbage cans for Monday morning pick up.  Final clean up and garbage pick up of area after vendors have left.
